RESOLUTION

of the VI International scientific-practical conference
«Teacher education in the context of transformation processes:
international cooperation and integrationy

1. Listening the presented reports about the current state,
characteristics and prospects of development of teacher education in Belarus,
Turkey, Russia, Ukraine, Poland, and Bulgaria, the participants fixed the
following common problems that need to be solved:

decline of the prestige of the teaching profession in most of the countries
and negative effects of this process;

absence of a coherent model reflecting modern requirements from the state,
society, and employers for the professional teacher competence;

weakening of values and a world views of a future teacher due to reduction
of the amount of socio- humanitarian and psycho-pedagogical training in higher
school;

ambiguity in approaches to implementation of the competency-based
approach in educational standards of teacher training;

lack of practice in curricula of teacher education programs;

limited use of information technologies if to compare with the international
practice;

underdeveloped practice of international certification of educational
programs in teacher education as a guaranty of quality on the global level;

insufficient number of research institutions and resource centers,
accumulating progressive practice in the field of teacher education and providing
support for its innovative development.

2. During the discussion of these issues conference participants
identified the following promising areas of international cooperation in
improving the quality of teacher education:

developing coherent and comprehensive proposals to increase the prestige of
the teaching profession;

development of modern standards of professional pedagogical activity —
regarding specific of socio-cultural development of the country and the challenges
of a globalizing world;

finding ways and means of improving value in the professional competence
of future teachers;

harmonizing approaches to the development of educational standards of
teacher training;

expanding the range of opportunities for continuing professional education;

development of effective forms of training and retraining in adult education;

accumulation of examples of international best practices in the development
of teacher education;



improving evaluation procedures and expert procedures in the field of
teacher education

3. Participants consider the following directions of collaboration as
prospective:

providing a discussion platform to academic community;

implementation of joint scientific research projects in order to get significant
social and educational effects;

publishing joint scientific works on different aspects of teacher education;

conducting joint scientific and methodical events for sharing valuable
teaching experience;

creation of joint databases on various aspects of psychological and
pedagogical disciplines, effective forms and methods of organization of the
educational process;

creation and development of common educational space with different levels
of cooperation with the use of information technologies (network pedagogical
community , forums, etc.);

implementation of exchange programs between universities for academic
career development and international mobility of scientists.
